	1. Minutes of Previous Meeting

	2. Business Arising

· Report on GBTA / BEJCA accommodation needs

The report was written to the Shire of Busselton outlining the needs of long term accommodation for BJECA and GBTA. The purpose of the correspondence was to alert the Shire and public to these needs. 

The Group agreed that in keeping in line with the consultation process, the organisations should resubmit their accommodation requirements and all other needs/wants when the Assessment Criteria had been finalised.  



	3. Approval of draft Assessment Criteria 

· After a discussion, some minor changes were agreed upon including a statement acknowledging that not every submission will meet all the criteria depending on its content and concept. 

· It was agreed that with the changes discussed the document could go out as a draft to the public for comment. 

Action:  Paul Martin to supply correct wording for accessibility, i.e. Social number 2, Is it accessible for potential users. 
Helen Shervington to finalise Assessment Criteria with changes as per the groups’ discussion. 

Shire Officer to put finalised “draft” Assessment Criteria on the website.



	4. Draft consultation flow chart. 
Paul Martin provided an overview and detailed summary of the updated consultation flow chart. 
· Several amendments were suggested and agreed upon including timeframes and wording

· It was agreed Ian Stubbs would forward the Assessment Criteria to the Councillors for their information and feedback, once it had been edited.

· It was noted that Community Groups tend to have monthly meetings; therefore the consultation timeline would need to allow for this. 

· The technical data needs to be listed, including such things as government parameters, setbacks, engineering studies and heritage.   Some of this information is provided in previous reports held by the Shire and has been provided to members as well as put up on the website for public information.  Shire officers are attending the next BFWG meeting to be involved in the process or developing the technical data further. It is intended the technical data be represented by headings and statements with reference to where the specifications and standards can be located. 

· It was agreed a letter to the pubic and stakeholders would go out by COB Friday 25th September including the following information:
(a) Draft Assessment Criteria 
(b) Flow chart representing the Consultation Process

(c) An invitation to contact the BFWG members for a meeting or discussion

(d) Advice that the technical data is being work on and will be accessible in due course

(e) An invitation for the recipient to start considering submissions advising that these will be called for in early November 2009 

· It was agreed it would be more appropriate if a letter head for the BFWG could be created to send out these letters and future correspondence.  

· The following timing was agreed upon and will be reflected in the updated consultation plan.

(a) Letter regarding the Assessment Criteria to go out to stakeholders by 25 September 2009 

(b) Assessment Criteria feedback to be received by late October. 

(c) Invitations for submissions to commence by the first week of November 2009 

(d) Submissions to be received by the first week of December 2009 (allowing 4 weeks)

Action:  Paul Martin to update the consultation flow chart in accordance to the agreed suggestions and timelines. 

Paul Martin to draft a letter for Helen Shervington to sign and send out to stakeholders and the community by COB Friday 25th September 2009.

Paul Martin to create a BFWG letterhead

Ian Stubbs to forward the Assessment Criteria and relevant information to Councillors

Paul Martin to commence work on the technical data and forward to Don Punch

Shire Officer to create simple flow chart derived from the consultation flow chart steps


	5. Review of Website and information
· Emily provided an overview of the BFWG icon, website and links. 

· Members provided feedback on their contact details and advised Emily of changes.  Emily to forward members the BFWG distribution list.
· Minor changes were agreed upon for the website including adding BFWG to the end of the all contents page links

Action:  Shire Officer to amend committee members spreadsheet, load this on the website and 

distribute to all members for future reference. 

Shire officer to make agreed upon changes to the website and investigate adding a  

function by which community members can register to be added to the mailing list.  


	6. Consultation with Stakeholders on Assessment Criteria
· Several changes were suggested and agreed upon for the stakeholder contact list.
· The group will look at the list with specific contact names and organisations and provide feedback and changes to Emily as soon as possible, at latest prior to the next meeting.  
Action:  Shire Officer to amend stakeholder lists. 

Members to provide feedback and changes to the detailed contact list to Emily/Moira  as soon as possible 



	7. Proposed shade sails on the foreshore in the Shire of Busselton 2009/2010 budget

· Paul explained to the group the Shire of Busselton has allocated money in the 09/10 budget to install sail shades on the Busselton foreshore. 
· It was agreed there needs to be some shade provided whilst the foreshore is being redeveloped. The group decided it would like to be provided with the concept plans once they have been drawn up 


	8. Other Business Arising

(a) Jenny stated she was a member of another group that had members from relevant lease holders and businesses associated with the foreshore development, such as the tennis club. 

This group proposed to meet Wednesday 23 September and Jenny was hoping the Assessment criteria and relevant documentation could be ready by this time to be presented to this group.  

It was agreed it would be more practical if the meeting could be held the week commencing 28 September 2009 to ensure all documents were finalised. 

(b) David inquired as to whether financial interests should be disclosed. It was agreed it was best to disclose financial and impartial interests similar to Shire proceedings to ensure the BFWG was transparent and open.

Action:       Shire Officer to send BFWG members copies of the shire of Busselton’s Financial and Impartial disclosure forms.   Members are to complete the forms and return them to the Shire officer.
