	1. Minutes of Previous Meeting

	2. Business Arising

· Correspondence to Stakeholders
The group agreed the letter that was sent to stakeholders was well written and included all necessary information. 

Paul Martin advised he has only had one response to date, that being from Busselton Surf Life Saving Club. 

· Logo / Letterhead

The group were pleased with the logo and letterhead created by Shire staff.  

It was asked if the icon on the website could be updated to reflect the new logo. 

· Consultation Flow Chart

The group agreed stakeholders should be made aware of the consultation model and asked to provide feedback.  A media release will be prepared and publicised asking for feedback on the Assessment Criteria, the Consultation Model and making the community aware submissions will be called for in November 2009. 
· Consultation Model

Helen advised the model was a draft only but wanted to make the group aware of the kind of summary flow chart she was envisioning.   It was agreed a simple flow chart was needed for public referral and the consultation flow chart was more for the groups reference.  

Helen agreed to finalise the model and send this to the group for comment. 

· Disclosures

Helen to finalise consultation model content and layout and send to group for comment.

	3. Proposed shade sails discussion 
Shire officer Karl Clively, Trades Team Coordinator, asked the members of the BFWG for a decision on the preferred choice of shade sails.  2 options were presented and various colours. 

· The group chose the second option, being the sails with the peak, these are consistent with the look of the interpretive centre

· Two colours were chosen, Laguna blue and Sunflower yellow.  The Shire of Busselton style guide is to be used and the colours closest to these be selected. 

· It was agreed the shade would be best on the beach to provide shade in that area, as shad was provided from the large fig trees on the pavement.  

Action:  Shire officer to inform Karl Clively of the groups shade sails preferences including the positioning of the sails.  


	4. Technical Data Discussion
It was agreed the information in the technical data needs to be easily understandable to the public.  The Shire officers will have input into the technical information so BFWG members can rate initial submissions against this information.  Should there be more information required or clarified, Shire officers can be contact at this time.   Members of the group are being introduced to the relevant staff members so they know whom to ask and to gain some background knowledge on the various technical data. 

It was noted that the heritage information was included in the technical data as the curtilage has procedures associated with the heritage Council that will need adhering to.



	5. General Business 
(a) Shire officers to send larger documents via post and not email so members have a hard copy to refer to. 

(b) Paul Martin to provide a draft letter for the next meeting.  This letter will call for submission from the public to enable the members to provide feedback. 

(c) Paul Martin informed the group he will be doing a presentation for new Councillors to update them on all aspects of the BFWG.  This Councillor briefing session will be scheduled for 4 November 2009.
Action:  Shire Officer to send large documents to members via the post 
Paul Martin to draft letter to stakeholders asking for Submissions
Paul Martin to organise Councillor briefing for 4 November 2009.



	6. Discussion on Technical Data with Shire Officers
Introductions were made by Shire officers 

Helen Shervington gave a brief introduction of BFWG members, the process, the members role and task
Paul Needham provided a summary and further information regarding set backs and areas to be defended against erosion.  He also advised the group needed to consider the length of period any concept plans were to aim for, i.e. lifespan of any plans or constructions.   Possum habitat was discussed including ratios of replanting and works needing to be approved by Department of Environment
It was discussed that any leases or arrangements would include a statement that there are no guarantees that erosion may occur. 

Ian Stubbs asked what HSD was refereeing to in one for the reports.  Paul Martin will follow this up as the report was not undertaken with an shire staff present. 


Rob Bailey informed the group that there was some information on set backs as this would have been undertaken when the sand banks were decided upon and installed.  

Daniell Abrahamse stated a full traffic and infringement study would need to be done once there was a concept plan in place.   The group agreed it would be beneficial to have some guidance as to what the current capacities are and what the limitations were for infrastructure prior to finalising a draft concept plan, as large costs could be avoided.  There could be pockets of and to either avoid or focus on.  Daniell suggested there would be some information existing about what areas could sustain an increase in infrastructure better than others.   He agreed to supply this information and anything else of relevance to the group. 
It was agreed it would be beneficial to contact Western Power to see what the current power supply is, what could be used for the future and at what cost. Paul Martin will follow this up. 

Anne Grove discussed leases on the foreshore. In summary any lease will have to be approved by the department of Environment and Planning as the area is an A class reserve, leases can be flexible, the leases can have various possibilities such as a change of location, and all leases will have an erosion clause in them.  
The conditions, advantages and disadvantages of ground versus building leases were discussed.  It was also noted that the use of land would have to be considered, i.e. historical, social versus profit producing. 

Lorna Secrett spoke to the group about the heritage issues on the foreshore. 

The Busselton Jetty was listed on the Interim State Register of Heritage Places on 30/6/09.  Permanent listing generally occurs within 12 months.  Only the actual jetty is listed but the curtilage area has been discussed with the Heritage Council and a report commissioned by Landcorp in February 2007 recommended the listing of an extensive area bounded by Marine Terrace, Scout Rd and part of Signal Park is included on the State Register.  This report also provided a number of recommendations on policies to guide development on the foreshore. 

In January 2009 Palassis Architects were commissioned to undertake an interpretation and design plan for the jetty.  This Plan only covers the actual Jetty structure and identifies key themes and story lines for a number of staged projects.  It does however propose the development of land based interpretation along the foreshore and integration with other heritage sites such as the Cultural Centre, Pioneer Cemetery and St Mary’s Church.

Lorna stressed the value of regular discussions with the Heritage Council on the progress of the Consultation.  It is likely the Council will be interested in listing at least part of the curtilage in the future.
Action:  Paul Martin to find out what HSD refers to. 

Rob Baily to supply any information already obtained on foreshore set backs and erosion, that would have been done when the sand bags were installed. 

Daniel Abrahamse to supply relevant infrastructure and traffic information to the group, including what the current capacites are, what the limitations are, what areas would be able to handle an increase in supply and demand etc. 
Paul Martin to contact Western Power to see what the current and future power supply could be and at what cost.
