	5. Process for submissions 
Paul presented a timeline matrix with action items, descriptions and times these should be achieved.  The group agreed the submissions should be called late next week but the closing date will now be 3 February 2010 and not the end of November 2009.  This will allow more time for community groups and members to prepare and send in their submissions, as well as greater media coverage which in turn should lead to a better response.  Paul will amend the matrix and bring this to the next meeting.  

The draft letter was tabled and discussed.   Suggestions were made on improvements.  Helen to review and finalise draft letter.  
It was agreed the schools should receive a separate letter regarding submissions.  Helen will contact the schools and together with Paul Martin, follow up with a letter. 

The process of receiving submissions was discussed.  No decision was agreed upon and this is to be thought through by Helen and Paul and tabled at the next meeting. 

The meeting discussed and agreed upon the need to engage directly with the lessees on the foreshore.  It was agreed that they be invited to a briefing prior to the next meeting.  Helen to make first contact with lessees.
